General safety
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This appliance can be used by
children aged from 8 years and
above and persons with reduced
physical, sensory or mental
capabilities or lack of experience
and knowledge if they have been
given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance
in a safe way and understand the
hazards involved.

Children shall not play with the
appliance. Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be made
by children without supervision.
Never place the product on a
carpet-covered floor. Otherwise,
lack of airflow beneath the
product will cause electrical parts
to overheat. This will cause
problems with your product.
Installation and repair procedures
must always be performed by
Authorized Service Agents. The

Safety when working with gas

Any works on gas equipment and
systems may only be carried out
by authorised qualified persons
who are Gas Safe registered.
Prior to the installation, ensure
that the local distribution
conditions (nature of the gas and
gas pressure) and the adjustment
of the appliance are compatible.
This appliance is not connected to
a combustion products or
evacuation device. It shall be
installed and connected in
accordance with current
installation regulations.

The use of gas cooking appliance
results in the production of heat
and moisture in the room in which
it is installed. Ensure that the



kitchen is well ventilated: keep
natural ventilation holes open or
install a mechanical ventilation
device (mechanical extractor
hood). Prolonged intensive use of
the appliance may call for
additional ventilation, for example
increasing the level of the
mechanical ventilation where
present.

e (5as appliances and systems must
be regularly checked for proper
functioning. Regulator, hose and
its clamp must be checked
regularly and replaced within the
periods recommended by its
manufacturer or when necessary.

e (lean the gas burners regularly.
The flames should be blue and
burn evenly.

e (Good combustion is required in
gas appliances. In case of
incomplete combustion, carbon
monoxide (CO) might develop.
Carbon monoxide is a colourless,
odourless and very toxic gas,
which has a lethal effect even in
very small doses.

e Request information about gas
emergency telephone numbers
and safety measures in case of
gas smell from you local gas
provider.

What to do when you smell gas

e Do not use open flame or do not
smoke. Do not operate any

electrical buttons (e.g. lamp
button, door bell and etc.) Do not
use fixed or mobile phones. Risk
of explosion and toxication!

Open doors and windows.

Turn off all valves on gas
appliances and gas meter at the
main control valve, unless it's in a
confined space or cellar.

Check all tubes and connections
for tightness. If you still smell gas
leave the property.

Warn the neighbours.

Call the fire-brigade. Use a
telephone outside the house.

Do not re-enter the property until
you are told it is safe to do so.

Product safety

The appliance and its accessible
parts become hot during use.
Care should be taken to avoid
touching heating elements.
Children less than 8 years of age
shall be kept away unless
continuously supervised.

Never use the product when your
judgment or coordination is
impaired by the use of alcohol
and/or drugs.

Be careful when using alcoholic
drinks in your dishes. Alcohol
evaporates at high temperatures
and may cause fire since it can
ignite when it comes into contact
with hot surfaces.
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¢ Do not place any flammable
materials close to the product as
the sides may become hot during
use.

e During use the appliance
becomes hot. Care should be
taken to avoid touching heating
elements inside the oven.

e Keep all ventilation slots clear of
obstructions.

e Do not heat closed tins and glass
jars in the oven. The pressure
that would build-up in the tin/jar
may cause it to burst.

e Do not place baking trays, dishes
or aluminium foil directly onto the
bottom of the oven. The heat
accumulation might damage the
bottom of the oven.

e Do not use harsh abrasive
cleaners or sharp metal scrapers
to clean the oven door glass since
they can scratch the surface,
which may result in shattering of
the glass.

e Do not use steam cleaners to
clean the appliance as this may
cause an electric shock.

e Do not use the product if the front
door glass removed or cracked.

e Always use heat resistant oven
gloves when putting in or
removing dishes into/from the hot
oven.
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Do not close the top cover before
the hotplates or burners cool
down.

Wipe the top cover dry before
opening it in order to avoid water
leakage to the rear and inner
sections of the oven.

Unattended cooking on a hob with
fat or oil can be dangerous and
may result in fire. NEVER try to
extinguish a fire with water, but
switch off the appliance and then
cover flame e.g. with a lid or a
fire blanket.

Danger of fire: Do not store items
on the cooking surfaces.

For the reliability of the fire of the
product;

Make sure the plug is fitting to
socket as well for not cause to
spark.

Do not use damaged or cutted or
extension cable except the
original cable.

Make sure that not whether liquid
or moisture on the socket is
pluged to product .

Make sure your gas connection is
installed as well for not cause the
gas leakage.

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Good room ventilation is essential for safe
operation of your appliance. If there is no window
or door available for room ventilation, an extra
ventilation must be installed.

The appliance may be located in a kitchen,
kitchen/diner or a bed-sitting room, but notin a
room containing a bath or shower. The appliance
must not be installed in a bed-sitting room of
less than 20m®,

Do not install this appliance in a room below
ground level unless it is open to ground level on
at least one side.

Vibrations during use may cause cooking
vessels to move. This dangerous situation
can be avoided if the product is level and
balanced.

For your own safety please ensure the
product is level by adjusting the four feet at
the bottom by turning left or right and align
level with the work top.

Reduced gas flow rate setting for hob taps

1. Ignite the burner that is to be adjusted and
turn the knob to the reduced position.

2. Remove the knob from the gas tap.

3. Use an appropriately sized screwdriver to
adjust the flow rate adjustment screw.

For LPG (Butane - Propane) turn the screw

clockwise. For the natural gas, you should turn

the screw counter-clockwiseonce.

» The normal length of a straight flame in the

reduced position should be 6-7 mm.

4. If the flame is higher than the desired
position, turn the screw clockwise. If it is
smaller turn anticlockwise.

5. For the last control, bring the burner both to
high-flame and reduced positions and check
whether the flame is on or off,

Depending on the type of gas tap used in your

appliance the adjustment screw position may

vary.

Exchange of injector for the oven
1. Unscrew fastening screws of the back wall.

3. Pull out the injector holder.

4. Unscrew injectorby turning to counter-
clockwise direction.

5. Fit new injector.

Make the air adjustment of the oven burner
This adjustment is only related to the air
adjustment of the oven burner, and it should be
done before reduced flow rate adjustment. In
order to provide maximum security to the user
these operations have to be done with care.

If there is excessive air, the flame is short and

likely to extinguish easily. However, if the air is

less, the flame is long with a yellow tip.

To adjust the air flow, the air adjusting clamp at

the gas inlet of the oven burner must be

loosened and slid onto the air channel. For
adjusting the air flow do the following:

1. For butane gas (LPG); adjust the clamp so
that there will be a clearance of 4 mm for the
air flow above the oven burner.

2. For natural gas; air channel must almost be
closed with the clamp, leaving only a very
small gap.

For the natural gas, do the necessary
adjustment only when the oven is cool
land inoperative.

3. Special attention should be given that the
flames should be 9-12 mm and blue-green
coloured.

Reduced flow adjustment for the gas oven

For the appropriate functioning of the oven re-

checking the by-pass adjustment is extremely

important. In order to provide maximum security

to the user these operations have to be done with

care.

1. Ignite the burner that is to be adjusted and
turn the knob to the high flame position.

2. Close the oven door and wait for 10 to

15 minutes until the oven becomes ready for

adjustment.

Take out the knob

After 15 minutes, adjust the oven to the

lowest flame position.

5. Set the flame length to 2 to 3 mm by means
of the screw 7 on the oven tap. Turning in
clockwise direction reduces the flame,
turning counter-clockwise increases the
flame.

If the temperature of the oven increases
unintendedly, turn off the oven and call the
authorised service agent to have oven
thermostat repaired.

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Future Transportation

Keep the product's original carton and
transport the product in it. Follow the
instructions on the carton. If you do not
have the original carton, pack the product in
bubble wrap or thick cardboard and tape it
securely.

To prevent the wire grill and tray inside the
oven from damaging the oven door, place a
strip of cardboard onto the inside of the
oven door that lines up with the position of
the trays. Tape the oven door to the side
walls.

Secure the caps and pan supports with
adhesive tape.

Do not use the door or handle to lift or move
the product.

Tips for saving energy

The following information will help you to use

your appliance in an ecological way, and to save

energy:

e Use dark coloured or enamel coated
cookware in the oven since the heat
transmission will be better.

e While cooking your dishes, perform a
preheating operation if it is advised in the
user manual or cooking instructions.

e Do not open the door of the oven frequently
during cooking.

e Try to cook more than one dish in the oven
at the same time whenever possible. You
can cook by placing two cooking vessels
onto the wire shelf.

e Cook more than one dish one after another.
The oven will already be hot.

Defrost frozen dishes before cooking them.
Use pots/pans with cover for cooking. If
there is no cover, energy consumption may
increase 4 times.

e Select the burner which is suitable for the
bottom size of the pot to be used. Always
select the correct pot size for your dishes.
Larger pots require more energy.

Initial use
First cleaning of the appliance

he surface might get damaged by some
detergents or cleaning materials.
Do not use aggressive detergents, cleaning
powders/creams or any sharp objects
during cleaning.
Do not use harsh abrasive cleaners or sharp
metal scrapers to clean the oven door glass
since they can scratch the surface, which
may result in shattering of the glass.

1. Remove all packaging materials.

2. Wipe the surfaces of the appliance with a
damp cloth or sponge and dry with a cloth.

Initial heating

Heat up the product for about 30 minutes and
then switch it off. Thus, any production residues
or layers will be burnt off and removed.

WARNING
Hot surfaces cause burns!

Product may be hot when it is in use. Never
touch the hot burners, inner sections of the
oven, heaters and etc. Keep children away.

Always use heat resistant oven gloves when
putting in or removing dishes into/from the

hot oven.

Gas oven

1. Take all baking trays and the wire grill out of
the oven.

2. Close the oven door.

3. Select the highest flame of the gas oven; see
How to use the gas oven, page 20.

4. Operate the oven about 30 minutes.

5. Turn off your oven; See How to use the gas
oven, page 20

Smoke and smell may emit for a couple of
hours during the initial operation. This is
quite normal. Ensure that the room is well
ventilated to remove the smoke and smell.
Avoid directly inhaling the smoke and the
smell that emits.
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B How to use the hob

General information about cooking

Never fill the pan with oil more than
one third of it. Do not leave the hob
unattended when heating oil.

Overheated oils bring risk of fire. Never
attempt to extinguish a possible fire
with water! When oil catches fire,
cover it with a fire blanket or damp
cloth. Turn off the hob if it is safe to do
50 and call the fire department.

e Before frying foods, always dry them well
and gently place into the hot oil. Ensure
complete thawing of frozen foods before
frying.

e Do not cover the vessel you use when
heating oil.

e  Place the pans and saucepans in a manner
so that their handles are not over the hob to
prevent heating of the handles. Do not place
unbalanced and easily tilting vessels on the
haob.

e Do not place empty vessels and saucepans
on cooking zones that are switched on.
They might get damaged.

e Operating a cooking zone without a vessel
or saucepan on it will cause damage to the
product. Turn off the cooking zones after
the cooking is complete.

e  Asthe surface of the product can be hot, do
not put plastic and aluminum vessels on it.
Such vessels should not be used to keep
foods either.

Use flat bottomed saucepans or vessels only.

Put appropriate amount of food in
saucepans and pans. Thus, you will not
have to make any unnecessary cleaning by
preventing the dishes from overflowing.

Do not put covers of saucepans or pans on
cooking zones.

Place the saucepans in a manner so that
they are centered on the cooking zone.
When you want to move the saucepan onto
another cooking zone, lift and place it onto
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the cooking zone you want instead of sliding
it.

Gas cooking

e Size of the vessel and the flame must match
each other. Adjust the gas flames so that
they will not extend the bottom of the vessel
and center the vessel on saucepan carrier.

As a counter measure
against blow out due to fluid
overflows at burners, safety
mechanism trips and shuts
off the gas.

e Push the knob inwards and turn it counter
clockwise to ignite.

e After the gas ignites, keep the knob pressed
for 3-5 seconds more to engage the safety

system.

e |fthe gas does not ignite after you press
and release the knob, repeat the same

procedure by keeping the knob pressed for

15 seconds.

DANGER:

Release the button if the burner is not
ignited within 15 seconds.

Wait at least 1 minute before trying again.
There is the risk of gas accumulation and

explosion!
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[ How to operate the oven

General information on baking,
roasting

WARNING

Hot surfaces cause burns!

Product may be hot when it is in use. Never
touch the hot burners, inner sections of the
oven, heaters and etc. Keep children away.

Always use heat resistant oven gloves when
putting in or removing dishes into/from the

hot oven.

DANGER:

Be careful when opening the oven door
as steam may escape.

Exiting steam can scald your hands, face
and/or eyes.

Tips for baking

e Use non-sticky coated appropriate metal
plates or aluminum vessels or heat-resistant
silicone moulds.

Make best use of the space on the rack.
Place the baking mould in the middle of the
shelf.

e Select the correct rack position before
turning the oven or grill on. Do not change
the rack position when the oven is hot.

e Keep the oven door closed.

Tips for roasting

e Treating whole chicken, turkey and large
piece of meat with dressings such as lemon
juice and black pepper before cooking will
increase the cooking performance.

e |t takes about 15 to 30 minutes longer to
roast meat with bones when compared to
roasting the same size of meat without
bones.

e Each centimeter of meat thickness requires
approximately 4 to 5 minutes of cooking
time.

e |etmeat restin the oven for about
10 minutes after the cooking time is over.
The juice is better distributed all over the
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roast and does not run out when the meat is
cut.

e Fish should be placed on the middle or
lower rack in a heat-resistant plate.
