IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Read all instructions
Do not touch hot surfaces, always use handles and knobs.
To protect against risk of electrical shock, do not immerse cord,
plug or any non-removable parts of this oven in water or other lig-
uid.
Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or
near children.
Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow to
cool before putting on, cleaning or taking off parts.
Do not operate any appliance with damaged in any manner, return
the appliance to an authorized service facility for examination, re-
pairs, electrical or any mechanical adjustment.

A signal bell will ring when timer completes 15|'
the cycle.
