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Recording Backlit Scenes
(Backlight Mode)

As a general rule, subjects should be lit from the front by
sunlight or strong artificial light. However, if recording a
backlit subject cannot be avoided, the Backlight Mode
lets you brighten up the subject a little to prevent very
dark faces, etc.

When recording yourself with the LCD Monitor facing
forward, the picture shown on it the way it is being
recorded may be difficult to get used to.
