5. IRONING TEMPERATURE

Always check first to see whether a label with ironing instruc-
tions is attached to the article to be ironed. Follow these
instructions in all cases.

If ironing instructions are missing but you do know the kind of
fabric. Then the table below may help you.

Sort the laundry out first: Wool with wool, Cotton with cotton,
etc. Start ironing the fabrics requiring the lowest temperature
and progress to the higher ones because the iron heats up
quicker than it cools down.

If the fabric consists of various kinds of fibres (e.g. Cotton

with polyester) you must always select the lowest ironing
temperature of the composition of those fibbers.
